About Saint Gregory’s

Saint Gregory’s is a Catholic voluntary aided secondary school which was established by the Diocese of Clifton.
It primarily serves designated Catholic parishes in Bath and North East Somerset, North West Wiltshire and the
north of the County of Somerset and admits students of 11-18 years. We are a popular co-educational school,
founded on Catholic Christian values and with a strong family and community ethos. These values envelop the
learning of our students, providing them with an academic start to life that is supportive, nurturing and inspiring.
Saint Gregory’s has a well-deserved reputation for academic excellence, outstanding pastoral care and an
excellent enrichment programme.

In 2019 we were recognised once again as an ‘Outstanding’ secondary school in our Section 48 Diocesan
Inspection, highlighting our school as a flourishing educational community where every child is valued and
encouraged to grow as individuals.

Our GCSE and A Level results are excellent and not just in raw terms but also in the context of value-added. Such
measures seek to identify the progress that every child makes during his or her time with us and show that our
students make outstanding progress.

The achievement of our students consistently places our school as one of the top achieving state schools in the
country. Students leaving Saint Gregory’s progress to some of the very best academic institutions including
Oxford, Cambridge and the Russell Group but, more than this, they leave having acquired the academic success,
confidence and skills they need to continue their educational or career journey of choice.

Bath is served by many attractive towns and villages, and our staff and students come from diverse locations.



The English Faculty

The English faculty is a successful, highly motivated and well-resourced faculty comprising seven specialist
teachers. We are based in the centrally located Kelly Block, and all of our classrooms are well equipped and
provide a stimulating environment for our students. Achievement in English is excellent, exceeding national
average results, and we pride ourselves on the progress that is made across all groups of students.

Students in Year 7 are taught in mixed ability classes based on their tutor groups. We have developed an
engaging and varied curriculum, including units on; contemporary fiction (‘The Breadwinner’), Shakespeare,
poetry from other cultures, modern drama and both fiction and non-fiction writing.

Students in Year 8, also taught in mixed ability groups, continue to study a diverse range of topics, including
gothic fiction and 19th century crime, as well as developing their creative writing skills through the Orwell Youth
Prize.

In Year 9, students are taught in ability bands and cover a range of skills and subjects with preparation for GCSE
firmly in mind. Among other things, we cover travel writing, different types of activism and an exciting new
‘crossover’ piece exploring ‘Romeo and Juliet’ and ‘Noughts and Crosses’. We will also introduce them to a one
of the set GCSE Literature texts, usually ‘An Inspector Calls’.

At GCSE level, we have used AQA for several years and all students are entered for both English Language and
English Literature; students are taught in ability bands at KS4. Our set texts for Literature are currently: ‘An
Inspector Calls’, ‘Macbeth’ and ‘A Christmas Carol’. Whether studying language or literature, we always aim to
provide the students with a diverse and varied array of textual experiences, and we are constantly looking for
ways in which to make the GCSE curriculum even more accessible and relevant to the young people we teach.

At A Level, we have an established Sixth Form offer of two possible courses; English Literature or English
Language and Literature, both with AQA. Recent results have been excellent, with students clearly relishing the
chance to explore texts in a more mature and considered manner, and to get involved in the seminar-style
discussion-driven lessons. We are currently looking into the possibility of adding some exciting extra-curricular
opportunities for these older students, in the form of residential trips to both Paris and Normandy.

The faculty offers a range of enrichment activities including creative writing clubs and competitions, debating
club, visiting speakers, BBC Young Reporters, theatre trips and workshops. In recent years, we have taken
students to see productions of ‘A Christmas Carol’, ‘Macbeth’ and ‘A Streetcar Named Desire’. Our Year 10
students are currently looking forward to a trip to see ‘Blood Brothers’ in the New Year.
