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School Curriculum

At North, we have designed a
curriculum that is ambitious and
gives all learners the knowledge

and cultural capital they need to be
confident citizens and succeed in life.
It is planned and sequenced towards
cumulatively securing detailed
knowledge and skills for future
learning and employment.

In Year 9, all students study a Core
Key Stage 3 Curriculum. This consists
of English, Maths, Science, History,
Geography, RE, Computer Science,
PE and either French or Spanish.

and citizenship in preparation for
GCSE choices. The curriculum also
enables students to develop their
character through the CARE (PHSE)
lessons which allow their resilience,
confidence and independence to
thrive.
