The ability to teach a second Design Technology discipline in KS3/4 or other subject is advantageous.  The technology staff team are both cohesive and experienced. The position has arisen to cover a known shortfall in teachers from September and to cover additional demand with increased uptake to technology subjects at GCSE. 
Langley Grammar School is a co-educational 11-18 selective school with academy status, located within easy reach of Langley station and the M4. The school was inspected by Ofsted in November 2021, and was graded outstanding in all categories.
