Appointment of Teacher of French and Spanish
The Department
There are currently six full-time and two part-time specialist teachers of Modern Foreign Languages. The department operates within a very strongly supportive team framework where everyone is valued. There is a culture of joint planning and sharing of teaching and learning opportunities as well as resources.
Students currently study Spanish or German in Year 7 and then they choose either French or Mandarin to study as their second language in Years 8 and 9. All students have to study a language at KS4 and some students opt to continue with both their languages to GCSE. The department follows the AQA courses in all four languages at KS4. Results are consistently outstanding and this shows the level of commitment of the students as well as the very high expectations of the teaching staff.

In the Sixth Form students can study languages with the IB Diploma (International Baccalaureate). The languages offered at KS5 at the moment are Spanish, French, German, Mandarin and Japanese. The level of success is very high and students who continue with their language learning always appreciate having had the opportunity to continue with one or two languages to this level. 
Accommodation is in a Languages Block with 8 MFL classrooms (one of which is equipped with computers) and 4 language assistant rooms. All classrooms have whiteboards with projectors. In addition, there is also a large office for all the language teachers with a small kitchen at the back. The Languages Block also has a café which is at the moment being used for Year 7 students. 

Management of the department is through regular meetings which are predominantly used to share ideas and resources and to discuss the progress of the students. There is a very strong team spirit in the department. 
The Head of the MFL Department coordinates the South West Academy Trust, a group of schools including Torquay Girls’, Churston Ferrers , Colyton, Bournemouth, Poole and South Wilts Grammar Schools, which works with staff from Exeter University to extend the challenges and opportunities for both staff and students. 

There are normally trips organised by the department, such as Year 9 trips to Germany and Spain and KS4/KS5 trips to France, Spain, Germany and China which boost students’ enthusiasm for their language learning.

This position would suit either an NQT or a teacher with more experience. The successful candidate will find a very supportive working environment with high professional standards and a strong work ethic. There are excellent opportunities for talented and lively teachers and anyone joining the department will be encouraged to take a full and active part in its work and activities:

· inspiring students with a love of the subject;
· taking on a full teaching programme between the two languages; 
· playing a part in the continued development of challenging and creative learning opportunities – using, further developing and adapting resources; 
· making a personal contribution to the strong working relationships within both departments;

· contributing to the range of extra-curricular opportunities available to students, including clubs, visits and trips when relevant.
