Students further develop their linguistic ability through more in-depth 

study of holidays, school, technology, sport, international events and festivals, future study and work and the 

environment. Hereby building on and applying a range of grammatical structures through reading, writing, 

listening and speaking. We have a number of enrichment opportunities including trips to both France and 

Spain and links to schools in those countries.
