Educational Responsibilities

e To carry out the general duties and responsibilities of a professional school teacher
in accordance with the Principal Statement of Employment Particulars and
associated documents including the Teachers’ Standards and School Teachers’ Pay
and Conditions Document.

e To implement whole-school, cross-curricular, department and year policies.

e To take part in scheduled meetings with colleagues and parents according to the
school’s published program.

e To share in supervisory duties according to the school’s published rotas.

e To share in cover for absent colleagues in accordance with the national guidelines
and School Teachers’ Pay and Conditions of Employment and subsequent
statements.

e To participate in whole-school, team and individual arrangements for her/his in-
service training and professional development.

e To keep up-to-date with all school information.

Academic Curriculum

Under the guidance of the Subject Leader:

e To plan and prepare schemes and lessons for the groups assigned.

¢ To have a deep understanding and apply the Barr’s Hill Teaching and Learning
principles in Geography.

e To teach all students according to their educational needs. This includes the setting,
marking, assessing of classwork, homework, projects, coursework and fieldwork, etc.

e To keep records of students’ attendance at every lesson as well as classwork,
homework set and completed.

Tutor Program and Responsibilities

receives one, including any absentees.

e To check students’ Planner at least once every week for homework set and for
messages from parents.

e To check on students’ school uniform (Years 7 — 11).

e To accompany the tutor group to assemblies.

e To collate and check the subject profiles for her/his tutor group, to summarise and
comment on achievements and behaviour. To discuss the reports with students and
with parents at the parent/tutor meetings.

e To ensure that all students have a clear understanding of the ‘planning’ necessary for
a successful learning outcome, including revision programs.

e To help advise students in KS3 on their KS4 courses. To help advise parents on
realistic objectives for their sons/daughters. To help advise students in KS4 and the
6™ Form on their further education and future careers.

e To teach the tutor group the tutor program. To contribute to the development of
materials and method for the program, and to the monitoring and evaluating of its
objectives.

e To know the personal circumstances and learning abilities of each member of the
tutor group so as to support and advise each student as she/he progresses through
the school.

e To provide information for referring children with special needs and if required
personally to take responsibility for liaison with support agencies.
