2. Marling School
Marling School is a high achieving 11-18 grammar school for boys with a coeducational sixth form founded in 1887 in the south of the Cotswolds. 
In November 2013 Ofsted visited the school and reported the school was ‘Outstanding’ in all areas. They commented that “the high quality of teaching over time is evident in the rapid progress students make in a wide range of subjects, including English and mathematics” and that “the consideration students show their teachers and each other creates a harmonious atmosphere that supports the social and academic progress of all”.
At Marling School, we are ambitious for our students and they thrive in a vibrant academic environment that provides pace, challenge and support. We place an emphasis on the development of skills alongside knowledge so that our students become active and independent learners prepared for both further education and for their place in an increasingly global society. Our younger students benefit enormously from time spent with our 6th form students and the vast majority continue their studies with us through KS5 and go on to secure the university place of their choice. 

Marling School is a popular school. We now admit 150 students to Year 7 (an increase of one form of entry from September 2016) and whilst the majority of students are from the local area, some choose to travel from as far away as Swindon to the south and Cheltenham to the north. The sixth form also attracts students from a wide geographical area and numbers have grown steadily with 385 students currently, over a third of which are girls.

Students achieve highly at Marling School. In 2020 59% of A level grades were at A* to A grade and 82% at A*-B, with a pass rate of 100%. Many of the students exceeded their predicted grades including 7 students who achieved A* in every subject and 42 students who achieved 3 A grade passes or better. At GCSE 65% of grades achieved were at 9-7 with 66% of students achieving 5 or more 9-7 grades.
The School is therefore highly regarded in the area for its academic standards. However, at Marling School we know that every individual is unique and we want every gift, talent and ability to be recognised and developed. Through a balance of curricular and extra-curricular opportunities we empower our students and allow them to explore their interests and develop their full potential. We offer a vast array of clubs, activities and educational visits from music and sport, science and engineering, to drama and debating.

We believe that our students and staff deserve the best facilities. In 2013 we completed the construction of two new science laboratories giving us a total of nine in all. In 2015 we opened our £3.5M West Block with classrooms for mathematics, geography and R.E along with a variety of study spaces and a spacious and modern dining hall. In spring 2017 we opened a new £1M facility for Creative Arts with new art classrooms, a photography studio, an IT suite and a fabulous drama studio, and in autumn 2017 we opened new changing rooms for P.E. This year we have opened a newly refurbished block for Sixth Form students and there are currently plans in place for a brand new specialist music classroom to be completed by September 2021.
The school is committed to the continuing professional development of staff with a thriving programme of internal and external CPD, supporting school priorities and staff aspirations. Development groups of teaching staff work together on strategies to develop teaching and learning and INSET is frequently led by our own staff. In 2014 the school was designated a National Teaching School and now leads the Cotswold Edge Teaching Alliance (CETA), an alliance of seventeen schools and the Universities of Bristol and Bath Spa working collaboratively on CPD, leadership development, research and initial teacher training; this offers excellent development opportunities for our staff. CETA’s work on KS2/3 transition was recognised by Ofsted as best practice in the HM Chief Inspectors Annual Report 2016. The school is also a National Support School and an approved DfE sponsor and set up the Cotswold Beacon Academy Trust (a multi-academy trust) which includes Berkeley Primary School and Cam Woodfield Junior School. These developments open up tremendous opportunities for the successful applicant to participate in activities across a range of schools.
The official motto of the School is "Abeunt Studia in Mores" which may be freely translated as "Let us go forward through study to character". We also use the phrase “What you learn here will shape your actions in life.” The School's second motto, carved over the main entrance, is "Nulli Praeda Sumus" translated as “We are no-one's prey or more freely” or "No one shall take advantage of us". We combine the spirit of these two mottos in our vision for the school which is that Marling students should learn to be independent thinkers who take responsibility for their learning and their success, who believe in freedom and equality and join society as men and women of principles taking an interest in the world around them. 

We aim to achieve this vision through the following set of mission statements which sit at the core of our commitment as a school. Working together with staff, students, parents, governors and the community our work is focussed on Raising Aspirations, Inspiring Excellence, Succeeding Together.

Ethos of the Department

When entering the Foreign Languages and Classics (FLC) corridor at Marling School, students walk under sign which reads ‘Monolingualism can be cured!’ The aim of the FLC department is to provide a high-quality languages education which fosters students’ curiosity and deepens their understanding of the world.  At Marling School, the FLC curriculum across Key Stage 3, 4 and 5 provides students with the opportunity to study a wide range of language, increasing their knowledge of vocabulary and set phrases while at the same time building their understanding of structures and how language works. The aim of the FLC department is to provide the foundation for learning languages further, equipping students to understand, study and work in other countries and with people of different nationalities and cultures.

The Languages

Students study French in Y7 often building on the initial experience they have had at primary school.  In Y7 they also study either German or Spanish with the year group split in two. Latin is available to study in extracurricular time in Y7 and 8 and as a timetabled option in Y9.

There is a large take up for languages in KS4 where students can choose to study French, German, Spanish or Latin. A good number of students choose to study two languages. At A-level we offer courses in French, German and Spanish and Classical Civilisation at AS Level.

The Department offers the opportunity for students to participate in a number of trips and exchanges including a long-running exchange run jointly with Stroud High School to Germany (Munich). There are trips to Normandy for Y9, Hadrian’s wall for Y9 and GCSE Latin and Cadiz for GCSE and A Level Spanish students. We also organise whole-school days to promote languages such as ‘Languages in Industry Day’, European Languages Day events and visits from former students to discuss their experience of learning languages. 

The Department

The Foreign Languages Department currently consists of seven specialist staff.  We also have foreign languages assistants in French, German and Spanish. Five dedicated rooms in the South Block are all equipped with Interactive Televisions. The Department is very active in outreach to primary schools to develop the teaching and learning of foreign languages.  We are also a Goethe Institute Smart Choice: German school.

4. About Stroud
With its dramatic Cotswolds landscape, unique arts and crafts heritage, fabulous festivals and independent shops, the Stroud District is the least commercialised and unexplored area of the Cotswolds.
