All applicants are required to fully complete the Mercian Educational Trust application 
form which can be found on the MET website. Completed applications should be 
emailed to our School Office at NPSOffice@metacademies.org.uk or delivered to the 
school office. Applications in any other format will not be accepted.

Applicants must enclose details of two references. These must be recent; usually one 
will be a current employer who can comment on your suitability to work with children, 
however, if this is not possible, this can be a previous employer. We ask that friends 
and relatives are not named to provide a reference. We will ask for references from all 
short-listed candidates and require both references to be received before the 
interview. We may contact any previous employer listed on your form to clarify any 
information. 

Shortlisting will be based on the applicant’s suitability for the post linked to the job 
description and person specification. Please ensure your application matches these 
requirements. The closing date is 9am Friday 26th June. Applicants will be invited to 
interview via email following shortlisting, with the interview date planned for Thursday 
2nd July.
