Our Team

Our staff really make our school a special place to work and learn. We value the
contribution of each and every individual in school who help us to provide our
students with a safe and stimulating learning environment.

We currently have approximately 115 members of staff. We also regularly have
student teachers in school, all of these people play an important role in our success.

We are split into 7 faculties; Art, Design and Business, English, Humanities, Maths,
Modern Foreign Languages, Performance and Science.

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We have a three-year KS3 which provides a broad and balanced curriculum for all
our students. All students take courses in English, Mathematics, Science, Design
Technology (including Food and Textile Technology), Art, French, History, Geography,
Religious Education, Music, Drama, Physical Education, Integrated Studies (personal,
social and citizenship education) and Computing.

Students at KS4 will typically be entered for up to 10 GCSEs depending on their
'pathway'.

All students follow GCSE courses in English Language, English Literature,
Mathematics and Science. The Science course is worth 2 GCSEs. These subjects are
taught in sets.

Students who have demonstrated flair and aptitude in Science also have the
opportunity to take Science as an option, allowing them to gain individual GCSE
gualifications in Physics, Chemistry and Biology.

Students choose further subjects from a range of other GCSE or vocational courses.
Some students may require a more personalised learning and may follow fewer
subjects dependant on their personalised needs.

The Mathematics department boasts one of the strongest teams in the school.

Accommodation

Mathematics uses a suite of seven rooms, all of which are fitted with either
Promethean Interactive Whiteboards or liyama Interactive Board. The boards have
all been upgraded in the last three years.

Time Allocation
The school operates a 50-period fortnightly timetable, with 5 60-minute lessons per
day.

Currently, in Years 7-9, students have seven lessons per fortnight, in Year 10, eight
lessons per fortnight and in Year 11 students have eight lessons per fortnight.

Schemes of Work & Curriculum

All our students are entered for GCSE Mathematics. We currently offer two courses,
one at Higher and the other at Foundation, both with AQA. Each examination is
comprised of two calculator papers and a non-calculator paper. Courses are supported
by AQA GCSE Maths from Collins Publishing, as well as a variety of online resources.

We also offer ELC in Mathematics where appropriate, awarded by AQA, whilst Year 11
students in the higher sets are offered the opportunity to study for the AQA Further
Maths Level 2 Certificate during after school sessions.

All students are set an appropriate amount of homework each week. This
consolidates learning done in class and enhances understanding. The Department
now sets this using the SPARX maths learning platform.

Students in Key Stage 3 also have access to TT Rockstars. As well as using this to set
homework where appropriate, students also compete against other classes, forms
and year groups in battles.

Extra-Curricular Activities
The department runs a number of activities including:

KS4 Gifted & Talented students follow the AQA Further Maths Level 2 Certificate.
These lessons take place after school over a one-year period.

Regular revision sessions are run to help students achieve their potential. These are
held During lunchtimes and after school.

Our less able Year 7 and 8 students receive additional support during registration
through the power of 2 programme.

Competitions and Challenges
The Department enters students for the UKMT Junior and Intermediate
Mathematical Challenges each year. We are very proud of our recent results:

Intermediate Maths Challenge (February 2024):
33 Bronze, 18 Silver, 3 Gold.
2 students qualified for the Pink Kangaroo.

Junior Maths Challenge (April 2024):
38 Bronze, 7 Silver and 6 Gold.
4 students qualified for the Kangaroo round.

King James’s School also enter two teams to Greenhead College’s Pop Maths Quiz
each summer. Teams from our school won the competition in both 2018, 2019 and
2022, and are often placed in the top three.

In addition, the school enters students for the local Rotary technology challenge.
