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Leadership and management:

e Be the first point of reference for parents and staff who wish to discuss minor issues regarding
students in your tutor group.

e Undertake focus sessions outlined by SLT and Progress Co-ordinators.

e Use data tracking to monitor progress of students in tutor groups.

e Issue necessary behaviour sanctions — late detentions etc.

e Monitor attendance/behaviour reports and refer issues to relevant Children’s Service staff.

Performance Appraisal and professional development:

e Participating in the academy’s arrangements for appraisal, professional development and the
academy's arrangements for quality assurance and internal verification.

e Those new to teaching will also be required to participate in the arrangements for induction,
supervision and training for teachers new to the profession.
