Langtree School is one of the smallest secondary schools in Oxfordshire, with an 11-16 intake of 624
fantastic students. We believe our small size is our greatest strength as we are a community in which
students are known and valued as individuals and in which they can thrive with the close support of a
dedicated team of subject specialist teachers. Many parents choose Langtree for this reason, and we
remain heavily oversubscribed. Students are taught in four teaching groups in year 7, but our core
subjects are allocated an additional, fifth group in years 8 to 11 in order to reduce class sizes. The
successful candidate will need to be capable of teaching all ability ranges across all five year groups.

We are now seeking an outstanding teacher to join our high-performing maths team. The successful
candidate will be a creative, inspirational teacher, who is seeking to develop their career in a supportive
and highly successful school. They will benefit from the full support of a talented team of staff and will
have the privilege of teaching fantastic students. The future is very exciting at Langtree and this is a
wonderful opportunity for a creative and enthusiastic teacher, with an ambition for future promotion, to
join a vibrant school with a very exciting future.

Our successes have been significant and sustained. In March 2009 we were designated as an
outstanding school by Ofsted. In 2012 we converted to an academy and in our most recent inspection
February 2023, we were rated as a very good school under the previous framework. They also judged
Behaviour and Personal Development as Outstanding. However, Ofsted judgements are not the priority
for Langtree, we prefer to ensure that all students have a productive educational experience whatever
their individual strengths and needs. We live by our motto of “Putting Learning First” and ensure all
students embrace our core values of Courtesy, Respect and Integrity.

For many years the Maths Department at Langtree has achieved excellent results in our high achieving
school. Results overall consistently exceed national and local benchmarks. In 2025, 80% students
achieved grade 4 or above in English & Maths, 71% grades 9-5 and 34% grade 7+. Analysis of school
performance data indicates that our maths team is performing in the top 3% of all maths departments
nationally.

The Mathematics Department is very well resourced. There is a wealth of materials produced by the
department as well as a library of appropriate external resources. Every classroom is equipped with a PC
and an interactive whiteboard, and all have shared access to a trolley of Chromebooks, which enhance
many learning experiences for students.

There are a number of extra-curricular activities that are provided for the students over a year such as
involvement in the UKMT Maths challenge and team challenge. Our top set KS4 students are also
entered for the Level 2 certificate, Further Mathematics to prepare them for maths A Level, which most
of them go on to study



Students enjoy maths at Langtree and make good progress as the department maintains high
expectations across all ability ranges in terms of behaviour and class work. We are looking for someone
who is capable of maintaining these high levels of expectation, whilst building a positive rapport with all
students and parents.
