Mathematics is a popular subject at Barking Abbey, with a large A Level cohort. We follow the AQA GCSE
syllabus and the Edexcel A Level Syllabus and Edexcel Further Mathematics A Level Syllabus.

All rooms have interactive screens and visualisers and staff have use of Wacom tablets to allow them to model
solutions, classroom sets of laptops are available if needed. To support our learners our textbooks (KS4 and
5) are online and we subscribe to MathsWath and SPARX for homework.

In KS3 and 4 we are always looking to support our learners in their mathematical journey. We begin at KS3
teaching in mixed ability groupings, to help everyone attain their potential, before setting at KS4. We are now
looking to offer a of coursesalongside the main GCSE: GCSE Further mathematics and GCSE Statistics are
available to selected students, alongside Functional Mathematics (Entry level and Level 1).

In KS5 we offer A Level mathematics and A Level Further Mathematics.
To extend our students love and understanding of mathematics our students compete in the UKMT

challenges every year, the Southampton Challenge and this year we have students on Simon Singh’s masterclass
programme.
