Teaching and Learning:

Teaching allocated students and groups of students according to their educational
needs, including the setting and regular marking of classwork and independent work
in accordance with school policy.

Planning and preparing schemes of work and lessons within the relevant curriculum
area(s), both individually and collaboratively.

Co-ordinating or managing the work of associate staff e.g. teaching assistants that
are attached to a student or a group of students.

Ensuring a variety of high-quality learning experiences, which will stimulate learning
appropriate to student needs and meet internal and external quality standards.
Prepare and update subject material.

Creating a climate for learning through maintaining good order and discipline and
rewarding students for good conduct, effort and achievement.

Contribute to the curriculum area and subject department’s improvement plan and
its implementation.

Contribute to the whole School’s planning activities.

Promoting the general progress and wellbeing of students and groups of students in
the role as Form Tutor.

Encouraging high levels of attendance and punctuality to School and lessons.
Monitoring the school uniform of students in his/her Tutor group.

Communicating and co-operating with persons or bodies outside the School, where
appropriate.
