 Modern Foreign Languages Department  

Currently, all students take 

French in Year 7 for five periods 

per fortnight (10% of the 

timetable).  

Then, in Year 8, most students 

pick up a second language 

(German or Spanish), in 

addition to continuing with 

French.  

Students spend six hours a 

fortnight in Modern Languages 

lessons In Years 8 and 9.  

Although a Modern Language is 

not a core component of our 

KS4 curriculum, all three 

languages are offered as part of 

our suite of KS4 options.  There 

are five hours per fortnight for 

each of our GCSE groups. 

In French the department 

follows the Allez course in Year 

7. We then use the Activeteach 

Studio course through Years 8 

and 9.  

In German the Activeteach 

Stimmt course is taught at Key 

Stage 3.  

For Spanish the Mira 

coursebooks are used.  

Trips to France, Germany 

and Spain have been long 

established in the school, 

and are a popular part of 

our extra-curricular offer. 

 

 

 

At KS4 we follow the AQA 

specification in all languages 

and have Kerboodle access for 

the corresponding AQA-

approved textbooks.  

All language rooms are 

equipped with interactive 

whiteboards and the 

department has good software 

provision.
