While the post for PE is part-time, we are able to consider offering a full-time 

contract for a colleague who can offer to teach a second subject where we have capacity to accommodate 

your skills.

We have a thriving and highly successful PE teaching team and there is great potential for a dynamic 
new teacher to bring even more capacity. We are very proud of great results in PE, and the numbers 
who choose to study at GCSE and A Level are very buoyant. The post has arisen because of the 
retirement of a female colleague, and she will leave a significant gap in our team. As you would expect, 
the candidate appointed will teach a majority of girls’ PE, but there will be some classes of boys’ PE to 
teach too. 

 

There is a culture of care and continuous improvement in our School, and you will be well looked after if 
you join us. Wellbeing is a priority: we have ‘meeting free weeks’, have shortened the length of the school 
day and introduced, as of this academic year, a two week October half-term. There are also other initiatives 
for our staff, such as a pilates class and even a ukulele club to keep you smiling! 
 

CPD is an entitlement for all, and our research-based approach to our work means that we invest heavily 
in this area. We pride ourselves on being a ‘Professional Learning Organisation’, committed to 
improvement through staff development and learning.
