At Key Stage 4, GCSE PE and BTEC Sport Level 2 are on offer and at Key Stage 5 both 
the A Level PE and BTEC Sport Level 3 route can be followed. Our examination results 
are consistently good and the subject remains highly popular.  
 

Our extra-curricular programme is one to be proud of, with an after school club      
programme available for all students to attend.  We have an extensive competitive 
fixture programme with district, county and national fixtures in a range of sports    
including netball, hockey, football, rugby, basketball, cricket and athletics. 

 

We also run an annual sports tour, considered to be one of the best memories of             
students’ time at Latimer, and an annual trip to Wimbledon.
