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About Us 
Queen Mary’s Grammar School is an invigorating and rewarding place to work: the pupils are 

intelligent and committed to study; the staff are friendly and forward looking. It is more than just a 

place of work – it is a thriving community, proud of its past and confident of its future. In March 2023, 

it was recognised as ‘Outstanding’ in all areas by Ofsted. 

There are currently almost 1400 pupils on roll, including over 480 in the Sixth Form. The School has an 

outstanding academic record and regularly features at the upper end of the national league tables. In 

2024, 65% of GCSE grades were 7-9 (A*/A) and 66% of A Level grades were A*, A or B. We are 

especially proud of our value-added scores, which regularly place us among the top schools in the 

country for progress. We do not rest on our laurels, but encourage all our pupils to realise their full 

potential.  

In June 2011, the School converted to Academy status and we have undertaken a series of exciting 

building projects since then, including a new Sixth Form Centre, science labs and a humanities wing, 

music and PE refurbishments, extensions to existing English and maths classrooms, as well as a new 

dining room and reception. We were a founding member of the Mercian Multi Academy Trust (along 

with five other schools) in January 2018.  Over the past few years, we completed projects to add 

additional capacity through the building of extra science rooms, a humanities block and a sixth form 

study annexe. 

The School encourages an enterprising and international outlook: trips, expeditions and exchanges 

have gone all over the world in recent years, as well as a wide range of vibrant and formative 

educational visits and experiences closer to home such as theatre visits, visiting speakers and the 

mental health ambassadors programme. We are proud to appear in Ross Morrison McGill’s recent 

book Just Great Teaching, showcasing our mental health work. 

We want our pupils to lead happy and fulfilled lives. Learning here is not just about passing exams, 

but about enjoying the life of the mind. We also encourage all our pupils to take part in a wide range 

of enrichment activities in music, sport, the Combined Cadet Force and at our Field Centre on the Afon 

Mawddach in Southern Snowdonia.  We have been named in the Top 100 cricket schools by the 

Cricketer Magazine for the sixth year in succession.   

Our pupils come from diverse backgrounds, but they all thrive on the sense of support, 

encouragement and care that characterises Queen Mary’s.

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The Physical Education Department 
Sport at Queen Mary’s is a central aspect of school life.  The school is currently undertaking an 
ambitious Future Sports @ QMGS project which will see the installation of a full-size multi-sports 
Astroturf, large pavilion and levelled rugby and cricket pitches to ensure the sports provision 
remains at the forefront of the school’s outstanding offer of education.  Participation rates 
amongst students of all year groups are very high, both in terms of representing the school and 
in house competitions.  The P.E. department are significant supporters of the house system at 
Queen Mary’s and a large number of competitions take place during the year.  

The students are well motivated and the school both promotes and celebrates the opportunities 
for students to gain representative honours outside of School. The school has enjoyed many 
successes, most recently being included in the Cricketer Magazine’s ‘Top 25 State Schools’ for 
2025, which is the seventh year in a row we have been included.  We have also seen recent 
success as the Rugby U12 and U14 2025 Staffordshire County Cup Champions, the Hockey U12, 
U14 and U16 2025 Staffordshire County Cup Champions and the U13 Solihull 6’s champions in 
2024. 

The P.E. department currently consists of the Head of P.E. and three Teachers of P.E.  There are 
also other coaching members of staff, one for Rugby, one for Hockey and one for Cricket in the 
Summer term that play a crucial role within the department.  Significant numbers of non-
specialist P.E. teachers also make up the staffing for the Games lessons.  All members of the 
current P.E. staff are able to teach a non-specialist subject in the school and it would be expected 
that a new member of staff could do the same.  
 
Teams are run at all age groups in a variety of sports including Rugby, Hockey, Cricket, Badminton, 
Basketball, Netball, Volleyball, Table Tennis & Athletics. A strong and well-established fixture 
programme allows opportunities across a full range of formats, providing pupils with the broadest 
possible exposure to competitive sports.  
  
All students in years 7-9 have a P.E. lesson and separate games afternoon each week as well as a 
team-taught swimming lesson fortnightly in the school’s swimming pool.  Year 10 and 11 have 
fortnightly P.E. lessons and weekly games afternoons where Year 11 share the ‘Senior’ games 
afternoon with the Sixth Form.  The games lessons currently follow a traditional format of rugby 
and hockey in the Autumn and Spring terms and cricket in the Summer.  The increasing number 
of sixth form girls are also catered for in P.E. with a programme of netball and rounders.  
 
GCSE PE is an option subject which has grown in popularity in recent years, from 6 in its first year 
in 2022, to 27 Year 9 students opting to take the subject in September 2025. Our last GCSE cohort 
received 45% 7-9 grades and 80% 6-9 grades with an average point score of 6.5. 
 
The current facilities for sport at the school are extensive, with a large expansive playing field on 
site including 4 rugby pitches and 2 grass cricket squares (as well as a pavilion and sight 
screens).  We also have a multi-play area (MPA), covered play area (CPA) and tennis courts 
outside.  Inside, there is a large sports hall, squash court, a swimming pool, multi gym and 
shooting range.  Currently, home hockey fixtures make use of Aston Universities facilities nearby.

• maintain discipline in lessons to ensure that learning can take place 

• deploy a range of teaching strategies to engage students 

• mark students’ assessments, giving constructive feedback to aid improved performance, and monitor their 

progress 

• work alongside colleagues and students in mentoring and intervention sessions 

• use relevant student data to help pupils to achieve their full potential 

• communicate regularly with the Head of Department about pupil performance and achievement 

• make an active contribution to the co-curricular life of the school.
