Bullers Wood School for Boys is a thriving, oversubscribed, | | — |6 boys’ comprehensive school situated
in the London Borough of Bromley. We opened in September 2018 and currently have 720 boys on roll
and we will continue to grow until September 2022 when we will reach our full capacity of 200 boys in
Years 7 to | |.
