In addition to the six Science laboratories we use for teaching, the school has three ICT suites, sets of laptops that are bookable and the department has a set of i-pads that can be used to enhance the students’ learning.  The laboratories are fully equipped for practical activities and are arranged around three prep rooms. 
At Key Stage 3 students follow a knowledge based curriculum where students also develop the skills necessary to progress successfully in science.  The department have worked hard to ensure the curriculum is constantly evolving to meet the needs of all the learners and that intervention areas are identified and addressed.  
At Key Stage 4 students study AQA Trilogy course. GCSE results in Science are high and have placed the Science Department among the highest achieving in the school.  

Current areas of focus

This is an exciting time to join the team as from September 2020, the first mixed cohort have started to follow either the Separate Sciences or Combined Science at GCSE.   
Our current department focus is on:

· Building a KS3 curriculum that supports students before they begin their GCSE in Year 9

· Raising attainment of our High Prior Attaining students to increase the uptake of science subjects and A level and beyond 

· STEAM and Science Club - We offer a wide range of opportunities to engage students in all year groups in STEAM activities

· Building links with local primary schools to raise the profile of science at a younger age
· Links with local businesses such as GE Aviation, EDF and Dowty’s who provide opportunities for students to gain experience to apply new skills within the industry.
