Post objective: To teach agreed subjects and ensure all students reach their potential.
Responsible for timetabled lessons; preparation of teaching materials; regular, high
quality assessment of students’ work; maintaining and using assessment data; pastoral
care of a Form Group.

Main Duties and Responsibilities: The postholder will be expected to match the
characteristics described in the Redhill Academy Trust Professional Standards for Teachers, as
appropriate, and will be required to exercise his/her professional skills and judgement to carry
out in a collaborative manner, the processional duties set out below.

General Duties:

Working in accordance with the school’s curriculum statement.

Being actively involved in curriculum review, implementation and development
Being a Form Tutor

Teaching within a designated Curriculum Area

Knowledge and Understanding:

e To maintain a secure knowledge and understanding of the concepts and skills in their
specialist subject

e To understand, for their specialist subject, the current qualifications framework

e To understand, for their specialist subject, progression from the KS2 programmes of
study

e Tounderstand how students’ learning in the subject is affected by their physical,
intellectual, emotional and social development

e To be familiar with specific health and safety requirements, where relevant, and plan
lessons to avoid potential hazards

Leadership:

e To form part of the leadership of the subject alongside other post-holders

e To lead on aspects of the Science curriculum in a Key Stage

e To act as a role model to other members of the department

e To keep abreast of syllabus changes and other curriculum initiatives. Attend
relevant meetings and courses; provide feedback and lead department training as
appropriate



e To support and promote developments in teaching and learning within Science

e To monitor the quality of teaching and learning within Science

e To assist in the development and delivery of an appropriate curriculum for all
students within Science which engages and enables them to achieve their full,
including extra-curricular provision

e To develop support strategies for SEND students within a Key Stage

e To co-ordinate internal testing and examinations within a Key Stage, including its
Quality Assurance and use the data generated to monitor student performance

e To use the school assessment calendar to co-ordinate and monitor the timing and
writing of assessments, including assessment for learning, to assure quality and
consistency across a Key Stage

e To assistin the development of an appropriate climate for learning through the
setting of high expectations

e To assist in the development of appropriate frameworks for marking and
assessment in a Key Stage

e To work to ensure that the Department’s teaching meets the needs of all students,
including the effective management of behaviour

e Toreport to the Head of Faculty to support any school meetings e.g. RIP and Zorba
where discussion of students’ data in a Key Stage Science is required

e Toreportto SLT and Governors in an agreed format, alongside the Head of Science,
on the performance of students at a Key Stage

e To use the outcomes of self-evaluation to contribute fully in setting the strategic
direction of the department and creating an appropriate development plan

¢ To meet with the Head of Subject and other post holders as required to facilitate
the above.

Planning, Teaching and Classroom Management: To plan their teaching to achieve
progression in students’ learning through:

¢ Identifying clear learning intentions and content, appropriate to the subject area and
the students being taught

e Setting tasks for the whole class, individual and group work, including homework
which challenges students and ensure high levels of student interest

e Setting appropriate and demanding expectations for students’ learning, motivation
and presentation of work

e Setting clear targets for students’ learning building on prior attainment, and ensuing
that students are aware of the substance and purpose of what they are trying to do.

¢ Identifying students who have special educational needs, or are high achievers and
providing them with appropriate teaching

e To make effective use of assessment information on students’ attainment and
progress in their teaching and in planning future lessons and sequences of lessons

e To ensure effective teaching of whole classes and of groups and individuals within the
whole class setting so that teaching objectives are met and best use is made of
teaching time

e To monitor and intervene, following agreed school policy, to ensure sound learning
and discipline

e To establish and maintain a purposeful working atmosphere

e To set high expectations for student behaviour, establishing and maintaining high
standards of discipline through well focused teaching and through positive and
productive relationships.

e To use teaching methods which sustain the momentum of students’ work and keep all
students engaged through:



o Clear presentation of content around a key set of ideas, using appropriate subject
specific vocabulary

o Effective questioning which matches the pace and direction of the lesson and ensure
student participation

e Selecting appropriate materials and ICT to enable learning intentions to be met

e Exploiting opportunities to improve students’ basic skills in literacy, numeracy and ICT,
and the individual and collective study skills needed for effective learning

e Exploiting opportunities to contribute to the quality of students’ wider educational
development, including their personal, spiritual, moral, social and cultural
development setting high expectations for all students notwithstanding individual
differences, including gender, and cultural and linguistic backgrounds.

e To be familiar with the Code of Practice on the identification and assessment of
special educational needs and, as part of their responsibilities, implement and keep
records on Individual Education Plans.

e To evaluate their own teaching critically and use this to improve their effectiveness.

e To use the baseline attainment data available in the school to set targets for student
progress
