· Assess, monitor, record and report on the learning needs, progress and achievements of assigned pupils

General

· To participate in the performance and development review process, taking personal responsibility for identification of learning, development and training opportunities in discussion with line manager
· To comply with individual responsibilities in accordance with the role, for health and safety in the workplace
· Ensure that all duties and services provided are in accordance with the School’s Equal Opportunities Policy
· The Inspires MAT Board of Trustees is committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people and expects all staff and volunteers to share in this commitment
