Intfroduction and Ethos

Swale Academies Trust is a community and all those directly connected (staff, governors, parents,
families and pupils) have an essential role to play in making it safe and secure.

e Prevention (e.g. positive, supportive, safe school culture, curriculum and pastoral opportunities for
children, safer recruitment procedures)

e Protection (by following the agreed procedures, ensuring all staff are trained and supported to
respond appropriately and sensitively to safeguarding concerns)

e Support (for all pupils, parents and staff, and where appropriate specific intervention for those who
may be at risk of harm)

e Working with parents and other agencies (to ensure appropriate communications and actions are
undertaken)

The procedures contained in our policy apply to all staff and governors and are consistent with those of
each school’s local safeguarding boards.
