Departmental Description

The Design and Technology Department at Cheam High is well established and successful.   The departmental team consists of five teaching staff, one of whom provides additional technical support.  The department also benefits from a highly experienced Curriculum Support Assistant.
There are 2 multi-materials workshops, two Food Technology rooms, a textiles room, a construction area and a computer room.  All rooms include IT facilities with permanent broadband Internet connections as well as data projectors and Interactive Whiteboards.  
Practical expertise is an important requirement for staff in the department; the curriculum is centred on practical project work.  There are established departmental schemes of work.  However, we are constantly developing our projects and welcome fresh ideas and approaches that new staff are able to bring to the department.  Currently, we are developing the cultural capital aspects of our curriculum as well as ensuring that the curriculum reflects environmental issues relating to material and food production as well as waste management.
At Key Stage 3, all pupils are provided one hour of Technology every week. During this time pupils tackle design and make projects over two years covering the whole of the National Curriculum and experiencing the main areas of Food Technology, Textiles, Graphic Products and Resistant Materials.  

GCSE courses at KS4 cover the following areas:

· Level 1/2 Hospitality and Catering
· GCSE Textiles 
· GCSE Design and Technology
· BTEC Construction 

At KS5 we currently offer A-Level Textiles, A Level Design and Technology  and Level 3 Food Science and Nutrition.
