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The Technology department at HCHS comprises a well-resourced suite of specialist areas for the delivery of Product Design, Fashion & Textiles and Food & Nutrition. 

The atmosphere throughout the department is happy and relaxed, with pupils achieving well.  Staff work hard to motivate pupils and excite their interest, whilst engaging them in a variety of ‘design & make’ activities. Members of the department are committed and enthusiastic and meet frequently to ensure ideas are developed and shared. There is a sense of camaraderie across a cohesive team. 

At KS3 there are well planned and shared schemes of work that aim to embrace a variety of ideas and workshop skills.  At this stage, pupils are taught in the department for two one hour lessons each week and they are given equal opportunities to work using a range of materials, including wood, metal, plastics, electronics, food, textiles and graphic media.  Pupils are taught in groups of mixed ability, with group sizes favourable for the activities undertaken (below 20).  Teaching is organised according to ‘modules’ – skills specific to particular materials are delivered in the relevant areas whilst generic skills are delivered through all the material areas.  ICT is taught separately, as a discrete subject, but pupils are encouraged to make use of ICT in all areas of their technology work - and the department has good facilities to allow for this.  
At KS4, pupils are given the opportunity to follow a GCSE course in Product Design, Food & Nutrition and Textiles.  GCSE results across the specialist areas are good and have been above the National average over the past 3 years with an average 70% A*-C rate in 2015.
This is an excellent opportunity for a committed and enthusiastic individual to support the valuable work of the department and become an integrated member of this successful team. 
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
