St Teresa’s is a mixed Catholic Primary school of 210 pupils, with 30 pupils in each year group.  St Teresa’s serves families within the Diocese of Clifton including parts of Bristol and South Gloucestershire.  Our core mission is to provide a Catholic education that inspires our school family to excellence in all our God given talents, where we let our lights shine for all to see!

Our school vision is ‘Inspiring each other to excellence, in the Light of Christ’.

The school received a Section 8 Ofsted inspection, in February 2023.

89% of our children are of Catholic background.  There is a higher than average number of pupils who are from black and minority ethnic groups, 74% in 2022/2023, and 54% of our pupils have English as an Additional Language.  12% of pupils are known to be eligible for Free School Meals (Pupil Premium), which is lower than the National average. 

Performance across the school is good or better and by the time children leave school at the end of Year 6, their attainment in all subjects (reading, writing and maths) is ‘significantly above average’ (ISDR Report 2023).
The Governors are seeking to appoint a, dynamic, motivated, creative and inspirational successor.  The successful candidate will be a practising Catholic who can build upon the strong links within our 2 parishes and wider community and who can continue to drive our school to be outward facing, work collaboratively with the other schools in our diocese and local community and overall promote best practice.  You will need to be dedicated to achieving high educational standards and have experience across the primary age range, have a strong visible presence throughout the school and its community and be able to nurture good and effective working relationships with parents, governors and other key stakeholders.
